ÅAZ: The White Mountain Apache Tribe reports over 1,300 cases 

in a population of 12,000 (10.8%); increasing testing capacity 

remains top priority and the Tribe is working with Indian Health 

Service and Bureau of Indian Affairs to identify / refine strategies 

Å FL: Gainesville has 251 new cases over the past 7 days 

(+210%); 46% of all cases in the county are between 15-34 years 

of age; county is considering stricter social distancing guidelines

ÅNC: Three consecutive days of record high hospitalization rates; 

20% of hospital beds and 22% of intensive care unit beds 

available

ÅU.S. demand for transportation fuels increased for the week 

ending June 12; demand continues to remain below the seasonal

Å Forecast to form south of the coast of Mexico by the middle of this 

week

tropical depression by late this week as it moves WNW parallel to the 

coast of Mexico
