Severe Weather - FEMA Region V - Final

Situation: The region will continue to coordinate with Michigan as

they gain additional situational awareness and move into Recovery ‘

following a second round of severe weather. The Governor of
Michigan declared a State of Emergency for Wayne and Monroe
counties. Two fatalities, four tornadoes, downed trees, and power
outages, have been reported. Twenty-five cars were damaged and
[-96 remains closed. The National Weather Service (NWS) is not
reporting any severe weather for the next 24 hours. Limited
thunderstorms are possible for Upper Michigan.

Eagle-l is reporting power outages continue to trend downwards.
All states in the impacted area continue to monitor the severe
weather threats. There are no requests for FEMA assistance.
