Snow Squalls This Afternoon & Tonight

e A strong Arctic front will race across the Great Lakes
today and then push through the Northeast tonight.

e Snow squalls will accompany the Arctic front, causing
heavy bursts of snow and gusty winds. Sudden
whiteout conditions within snow squalls will create
very dangerous driving conditions, particularly on
highways.

e In the front’'s wake, some heavy lake effect snow
bands will be possible downwind of the Great Lakes.

e A combination of bitterly cold temperatures and gusty
winds will lead to dangerous cold wind chills in the
Northeast from Friday into Saturday. Wind chills in
northern New England are likely to fall well below
minus 30 degrees in many locations, which the area
has not experienced for decades.

e Limit time outside and dress in layers as frostbite and
hypothermia can occur in a matter of minutes.
